LESSON Three: He takes care of us!!! 
April 19, 2020 

Step 1: If your family is in the habit of feeding the birds, sit for a moment by the feeder. 
Observe them coming and going. Talk about the birds… Which kind is your favourite? Look at 
the incredible markings… what is the biggest bird that you can think of? And end with the 
question… where do the birds get their food from, besides our feeder? (If you do not feed 
the birds, you can watch some amazing footage online of backyard feeders and enjoy the 
same conversation.) 
 
Step 2: Turn to page 228 in The Jesus Storybook bible and read the first three pages of the 
chapter called “ The Singer” Or, in your adventure Bible Look at Matthew 6:25-34.  
 
Step 3: Pause from your reading and brainstorm together what a birds pantry might have in 
it… or what garments would a flower’ s closet hold? Choose one of these two scenarios 
and draw a picture, together as a family, of your silly ideas. (Don’ t forget to share your 
pictures with us!!! I LOVE to share with the ECC facebook group all of your creative work!!!) 
 

Step 4: Continue your reading. 
Here are some ideas of questions that you 
can pause and ask while you are reading: 
 
Jesus Storybook Bible: 

• Why did looking at creation make 
the people less worried? 

• What & who does God look after? 
How does He feel about looking 
after you? 

• What do you think it means that all 
of creation was singing a song to 
god since the beginning? 

• What do you think it means that 
Jesus is showing us how to sing 
that song again? 

 
Adventure Bible: 

• What & who does God look after? 
• How significant do you think the 

wild grass is? How about in 
comparison to you? 

• In verse 30 Jesus says “ Your faith 
is so_____” What do you think he 
means? 

• Look at verse 32… who is God to 
us?  

 
Step 5: Brainstorm a list of ways that 
God is looking after your family. Have 
everyone share his or her ideas. 
 
Step 6: Pray together and thank God for 
the care that God has given to your 
family and ask Him for his continued 
provision and protection.
